James and Mary were both born in (Fermanagh)Ireland around 1801. They had two sons in Ireland 
(William 1825 and Edward 1829) and emigrated to Leeds County ON around 1830. Mary's brothers 
William and Edward Looby also emigrated. James refers to "Mother" (His or hers?)in a letter written 
to Mary about Feb 1844 at which time he had settled land in Huron Co. from the Canada Co. Mary 
joined him with the family there in Mar 1844. Later children were Andrew ?, Eliza 1834, Robert 1835, 



Mary Anne 1837 and James 1843. Looby name is rare, but a number appear in Leeds Co. Cemetery 
index. Have not had time to research there.
